We, the Republic of Union of Myanmar, Ministry of Health and
Sports, The Nippon Foundation, WHO, stakeholders and participants
attending the "National Leprosy Conference 2018 Myanmar" held in
Nay Pyi Taw, from 12" to 13" December 2018:

1. Express appreciation to the Republic of the Union of Myanmar,
Ministry of Health and Sports for their hospitality and support as
well as the generous support by The Nippon Foundation.

2. Acknowledge the contribution of all partners involved in
leprosy work in Myanmar.

3. Congratulate the Republic of Union of Myanmar, Ministry of
Health and Sports, the Basic Health Services and Leprosy
Control Program for the success of Leprosy Control in
Myanmar.

4. However, concerned with the slow declining of the detection of
new cases, especially with the high proportion of them with
Grade?2 disabilities during the past ten years.

5. Noticed a need for enhanced political commitment and the weak
infrastructure for leprosy control activities at the peripheral

levels.



Hence, we the stakeholders and participants of this Conference;

Declare at the "Leprosy Conference 2018 in Nay Pyi Taw" that
all partners and stakeholders such as law makers, government,
health and non-health sectors, international experts and donors,
affected persons and family members as well as non-
governmental organizations will work together in unity towards
a "A World without leprosy related problems, both Medical and
Social” (Leprosy Free Myanmar)as well as to eliminate stigma
and discrimination against Leprosy Affected Persons and their
family members.

Endorse the approaches, indicators to monitor implementation
of leprosy program and targets set as in the Global Leprosy
Strategy 2016-2020, accelerating towards Leprosy Free
Myanmar.

Reaffirm the commitment to the global strategy based on
applying the public health approach, including the fully
integration of routine leprosy control services with Basic Health
Services.

Pledge towards the efforts to change the negative images of
leprosy in the community and to eliminate stigma as well as
discrimination of Leprosy Affected Persons and their family
members.

Recognize the importance of media to disseminate proper
knowledge of leprosy for early treatment seeking, to eliminate

stigma and discrimination, and promote inclusion
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e Ensure appropriate implementation of UN Resolution
(A/RES/65/215) and principles and guidelines (A/HRC/15/30)
on human rights and dignity of Leprosy Affected Persons.

e Urge all partners and stakeholders to accord higher priority for
leprosy control activities and to allocate necessary resources to
carry out the following activities;

(a) Develop a national implementation plan with different
focused stratified approaches depending on the endemicity,
local needs and availability of resources.

(b) Extend coverage of Leprosy Awareness Campaign, Leprosy
Post Exposure Prophylaxis as well as awareness increasing
approaches in the community in appropriate places indicated
by QGIS Mapping and other indicators, to stop transmission
of leprosy, and prevention of disability, monitor and evaluate
the effectiveness of such new approaches.

(c) Provide support National Leprosy Control Program (NLCP)
in introducing patient based surveillance system for effective
data management.

(d) Attain the targets stated in the National Leprosy Strategic
Plan in align with the National Health Plan.

(e) Monitor implementation of NLCP activities constantly, to

reach the set targets of NLCP and global leprosy strategy.



(F) Involve community, leprosy affected persons and their
family members, in the process of physical, socio-economic
rehabilitation and social integration to remove stigma and
stop discrimination against them.(Promote inclusion and
empowerment of leprosy affected persons and their family
members) through systemic collaboration among related
Ministries, UN Agencies and private sectors.

(g) Commit and reinforce political commitment as well as
resources to achieve the set targets of the Republic of the
Union of Myanmar and those suggested in the Global
Leprosy Strategy 2016-2020 gearing towards "Leprosy Free

Myanmar".
